What Is True Launch Bar?

Compatibility with standard Quick Launch

the same folder for shortcuts. If some program installs an icon into Quick Launch, then the program
also installs the icon for True Launch Bar as well. True Launch Bar can be docked into the taskbar
like just like Quick Launch.

Grouping links into popup menus

True Launch Bar completely supports Windows XP Visual Styles. You turn on the Flat Menus option
and TLB will begin to look like All Programs menu from the Start Button.

Virtual Folders

You can also create virtual folders on the True Launch Bar. When you create a virtual folder, you
select the folder's content you want to see in the toolbar menu. It can be any folder on your disk or
on a local network (Favorites, Programs, Recent, etc.); or you can add file system folders such as
Printers, Control Panel, My Computer, Dialup Network or other similar folders. If you right-click on an
item in the virtual folder, you can see a full context menu like in the Explorer window, and you can
perform any action from this menu (Properties, Open, Delete...). In fact you can use True Launch Bar
as small file manager. In addition you can add separators with titles into Virtual folders. This can
greatly improve the grouping of items inside Virtual Folders.

Drag & Drop

In most cases you will have a
button to run your email client (like Outlook Express). If you add Mail Monitor onto the True Launch
Bar this button can actually tell you when you have new mail and can run your email client.

I have uploaded my web site files to _html when I try to log on to my web
site, I get the "GetMeHosted" page. It says "If you are viewing this page,
you have not uploaded your site and replaced the default index page for
your domain".

You must upload your site to the public_html dir and lable your main index file
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index.(htm/html/php/etc) The extention will remain the same language you built your site in but it
must have the name index or else the site will show the default.html (which you are free to remove
from the server as this is just setup to let you know that your website is working and ready for
development).

Where do I upload my website to?

The Home Directory:





Your html files, and or the files you want to make accessible to the World Wide Web must be
uploaded to your account. When you first FTP into your account, you'll be taken to your "Home"
directory. Don't confuse this with your "web directory." The home directory is "not" accessible to
the World Wide Web; it's a private directory where critical system files reside. DO NOT delete files
that have been created by the system, otherwise your web site may disappear!





The public_html - (Where web accessible files are placed)





This directory is where files you want accessed from the web must be placed. Open the folder
"public_html" , which is your "web accessible directory." Upload the files you want accessible to
your visitors and feel free to make the appropriate sub-directories you'll require.
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
